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E-Safety in Australia stands for "Electronic Safety" and is a wide range of programs and initiatives. The eSafety
program aims to protect Australian society online by eliminating online abuse and illegal and restricted online
content. The program focuses on children and teenagers, who are more vulnerable to cyberbullying, abuse and
inappropriate content on the Internet.

Severe online abuse includes cyberbullying, online abuse of children and adults, and image-based abuse. This
conduct can including social media, email, chat applications, interactive Online games, forums and websites.
The safety program focuses on the following key areas:

Child Protection: This program protects children from cyberbullying and inappropriate content. It works with
schools, educational institutions and families to provide resources and guidance to encourage children and their
caregivers to understand better how to respond to potential threats. In addition, the eSafety program offers an
online complaint platform for people to report child-related online abuse so that timely action can be taken to
protect victims.

Improve cyber literacy: This program aims to increase the public's digital literacy level by providing information
and resources to help people better identify cyber threats and disinformation, reduce the occurrence of online
fraud, and protect personal privacy and security online.

Combating Inappropriate Content: eSafety plans to work hard to combat child pornography and other harmful
content online by working with Internet service providers to strengthen supervision of this content. In addition,
the plan encourages the public to proactively report inappropriate content to ensure content on the Internet is
safer and more appropriate for children and communities.

Victim Support: The scheme's specialist team are dedicated to providing emotional support and practical advice
to help people who have been abused or harassed cope with the abuse. This support is essential for victims to
help them overcome their difficulties and rebuild their self-confidence.
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
